Day 1 of 4

The first day of the competition was spectacular, and I shall not endeavour to show up all the giants from
the midgets and dwarfs as this is only the first day, but I can say that in addition to playing table tennis
the Graham Spicer team brought their bulldozer with them in division one - perhaps to some a blessing
that none of their specimens took part in division two. More cheers to them for turning up with such a fine
team.

The battle at Ellenborough commenced slightly later than usual, mainly due to the fact that manually
prepared score sheets had to be issued, but for the next rounds I expect to be geared up for printing the
sheets on-the-go and taking the time-consuming tedium away.

The day’s competition ran in two divisions of eight teams each. In division one, Barnet came a close sec-
ond as there were more sets won by Graham Spicer in the same number of won matches. In division two
Mossford B and BATTS 2 have ended up together at the top, then came Fusion 2, closely followed by War-
ren Spring B.

The cream of division one consisted of three junior male players — Joe Newman of Barnet, Asa Gauntlett,
and Damien Gray of Graham Spicer - each winning all their individual matches, Joe being also qualified
by age to play in the cadet league. Three other players performed extremely well: Max Shah of Barnet,
Connor Payne of Chelmsford A, and David Suk of Graham Spicer. Connor fought a very long match with
Hugo Dodd of Fusion 1 beating him 3-2. Among the longest fought matches were between Jaden Aulakh of
Mossford A and Arron Fox of Ellenborough A - Jaden winning 3-2 ; and between Numayr Malik of Mossford
A and Arron Fox - Arron winning 3-2. The two teams - Mossford A and Ellenborough A — were at such
loggerheads that Mossford A ended up winning 5-4. However, Warren Spring A wielded their axes in the
next round and beat Mossford A 5-4. The excitement of Graham Spicer’s win over BATTS 1 by 9-0 in the
first round only increased the intensity of play as Barnet continued on to beat Ellenborough A 9-0 in round
2, and in round 3 Graham Spicer was by that time in full swing with their racquets and made a decisive
victory over Ellenborough A at 9-0.

At the top of division two came two cadet-sprung players: Finley Cameron-Prior of BATTS 2 - winning all
three of his individual matches; and Samadhi Udamulla of Ellenborough B - winning all two of her indi-
vidual matches. A good performance also was put in by Abdul Raqueeb of Mossford B and Charlie Read
of BATTS 2. A spurt of championship came from Partha Mulay of Mossford B and Victor Ramirez Rioja of
Warren Spring B at the first round but floundered only slightly in a later round as they only played two
individual matches each. BATTS 2 were an especially strong team beating Chelmsford B 6-3 in the first
round, then keeping their stamina through the force and might of Charlie Read and beating Warren Spring
B 7-2 in the third round.

I thank the referee, Arthur Clark, for his specialist knowledge and Charlie Izatt for lending his logistics
expertise, and all team managers for their input in sorting out queries during the handling of this great
exercise held for the benefit of the future generation of great table tennis play.

I shall follow up with a reminder with schedules and updated R&R List about 10 days prior to the next date
of the NJL competition to be held on Saturday 26th. November.

Day 2 of 4

The test of relegation and promotion reigned upon the two league divisions at the close of play on the
second day of this event. But, as the performance points were very close to each other in the two lowest
performing teams of each division, it seems that the referee may not decide that such a transfer exchange
occur yet.

In division 1 the quality and consistency of the Graham Spicer team are in the excel mode with no pedal-
ling backwards. The Barnet team would have probably chiselled away closer to second place but an unex-
pected impasse suddenly came on the day as none of their players turned up; sadly, it will take them a lot
of catching up, but their performance has been substantial and it is hoped no problems will arise in their
future attendance. Mossford A, currently hitting second position, has mostly benefitted from the absence
of Barnet but could continue to show a challenge through its strongest player, Jaden Aulakh.
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BATTS 1 has made a huge improvement in moving up a player, Finley Cameron-Prior from its number 2
team and after now having won both his two rounds of 3 sets will also, under the “playing up” rule of com-
pleting two rounds, have to remain in the higher team. The same applies to Charlie Read who too moved
up in that team and won one full round of 3 sets and then 2 sets out of another 3 sets’ round.

Here I should like to impress upon every player the benefit of maintaining strength of good character, tak-
ing in playing errors by treating them seriously but calmly as a way of self-improvement and appreciation
for the game including respect for one’s opponents.

Turning now to Division 2, Mossford B has been another consistent front runner headed by Abdul Raqueeb,
Muhammad Saleh, and Partha Mulay. Fusion 2 saw fit to infuse a player, Ivan Berdnikov, from their number
3 team permanently, and with the already outstanding performance of Joshua Bruce (winning all 4 rounds
of 3 sets each, - yes, my friends - 4 neat rounds, with a little lunch fitted in away from the umpire’s ta-
ble!), the team has moved up to second position.

Finally, thanks to all the team officials and the Ellenborough club volunteers who ran the kitchen/bar fa-
cilities.

The last two rounds are to be played on Saturday’s 4th & 25th February.

Day 1 of 4

The national cadets, having enriched their excitement during the previous night's Guy Fawkes
celebrations, stored their gunpowder to get their hands more used to the newish type of plastic
table tennis ball, of a less explosive character, on the tables of Ellenborough TTC.

Soon after printing of the score sheets, the referee, Arthur Clark, set off in motion the two di-
visions, each of twelve matches over three rounds that progressed smoothly without timeouts
or pre-set lunch breaks, except a couple of very short unofficial time-outs to replace two bro-
ken balls.

Then out came the shots of excellence in the Division 1 players like Hugo Dodd of Fusion 1
who did not spare his opponents a win of any games, bar one, in all of his winning 3 matches.
Helped by his team partners Joshua Bruce and Robert Domingo, Fusion 1 arrived at the top of
Division 1, followed by Mossford A.

Division 2 was dominated by players from Woodford Wells, and taking the limelight was Fred-
die Lineker and Akash Shah, followed by Ben Sivathanu from BATTS - all of whom won their
full 3 rounds of matches. But, the Ellenborough B team squeezed into second place of the
ranking order because of the worthy playing skills of Zaim Shah, Richard Huang, and Cam’ron
Malcolm.

Day 2 of 4

Now we have reached the second day’s 4-day event of the National Cadet League in the richly-lit
playing hall of Ellenborough TTC, the crescendo of endurance and skills in the teams that wind
their way up to the top of the league tables of both divisions is now glistening, especially where
there is more than one high-scoring player of a team such as in the case of Fusion 1 whose two
top division one players, Joshua Bruce and Hugo Dodd, have each won 19 out of 20 sets over
the 2 days’ 7 rounds of matches.

Contrasting that to a degree is division one St.Edmund’s College’s top player, Christian Brissett,
who has won an impressive 17 out of 21 sets compared with his team players performing at
less than half that level. This tug-of-war effect on teams could have only changed the positional
balance in the first two days because from now on much stronger players cannot be added anew
to the playing list; but, surprises can happen if some currently enlisted players practise hard and
suddenly show their rising talent for the sport. For the moment, it seems that Fusion 1, Moss-
ford A and Ellenborough A are sailing ahead and probably intent on tuning their bats during the
Christmas break.

The division two tug-of-war lies in the players of Woodford Wells” Akash Shah - his 19 wins out
of 21 sets, and of BATTS’ Ben Sivathanu - his 15 wins out of 15 sets. Ellenborough B’s players,
Kamari Jagdeo-Bailey and Richard Huang both contributed wins of 15 out of 18 and 14 out of 18
respectively, which has enhanced the upward movement of their team to second position after
BATTS.

The referee, Arthur Clark, has indicated that the tug-of-war is tight and fair at both bottom ends
of each division and therefore, no relegation and promotion will take place.

Many thanks to all the team officials, and on behalf of all those who took ample nourishment
from the kitchen/bar facilities, may the Ellenborough club volunteers live long as we look forward
to another bon appétit next time around.
